Day 1  Tuesday 23rd October.  I met up with John Rose and Ron Pinxteren at the servo in Lismore at 7.30 am in anticipation of a great ride for the day and following weeks. After fuelling up and checking tyres it was off up the mountains to Tenterfield and on to Tamworth before heading south for a shortcut via Werris Creek. Rosey attended the VIP Meeting (it was previously called the Directors’ meeting) to get all the gossip on what was happening.  This was a rather lazy day with our evening meal and listening to “The Wolverines” play until midnight.
Day 6  The Thunder Run assembled for a 10am departure and the roar of some 2000+ Harleys through the countryside and small hamlets was a sight to behold and hear. This was a great 40 km ride finishing in Tunuda then back to the Rally site for the afternoon Gymkhana, evening meal and listening to a live band in the drizzling rain.

Day 7  Broke camp early, said goodbye to our honorary members and Ron then set off into Adelaide for a minor muffler repair on my bike then off to friends at Bridgewater for the night.

Day 8  Had a leisurely ride down to Mt Gambier just trailling the rain all the way.  On the way called into Handorf which is a fantastic German influenced village with exceptional Arts and Crafts. Onto Robe then Mt Gambier catching up with the same people on the way also heading to Phillip Island.

· Make sure your bike is fuelled up before departure time
· Do not pass the road captain 

· Do not overtake on the left hand side
· Ride to your own ability and not others
· Ride in staggered formation - not side by side
· Indicate and use “cross over manoeuvre” to fill gaps when they occur
· Ride in the same lane as the Road Captain in a multi-lane highway 

· Always maintain a safe distance from the rider in front of you

· A riders briefing will be held prior to departure

· On winding or narrow roads staggered formation is not advised – use correct 

riding style for cornering but leave plenty of room between bikes for braking
· All riders must have a current applicable licence

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Heart Attacks...God's revenge for eating His animal friends. 
The  20  commandments  of  motorcycle  wisdom
1. Every ride is optional. Every parking job is mandatory. 

2. If you push the bars left, the bike goes left. If you push the bars right, the bike goes right. That is, unless you continue pushing the bars all the way, then the bike will go down. 

3. Riding isn't dangerous. Crashing is dangerous. 

4. It is always better to be on the sidelines wishing you were on the track than on the track wishing you were on the sidelines. 

5. The only time you have too much fuel is when you're on fire. 

6. The rear wheel is just a big fan on back of the bike used to keep the rider cool and his/her butt relaxed. If going into a corner too fast, slamming on the rear brake causes the "fan" to abruptly stop. 
When this happens you can actually see the rider start sweating and his/her butt becomes tense. Also about this time is when shit can hit the fan.

7. When in doubt, slow down. No one has ever hit something too slow. 

8. A “good” ride is one from which you can walk away. A “great” ride is one after which you can use the bike again. 

9. Learn from the mistakes of others. You won't live long enough to make all of them yourself. 

10. You know you have left the sidestand down when all left turn are Bat-turns. You know you have left the centrestand down when you are in 1st gear at 4000 rpm going nowhere.

12. Always try to keep the number of times you put your sidestand down equal to the number of times you put the sidestand up. 

13. There are two simple rules for riding smoothly and fast in snow and on ice. Unfortunately no one knows what they are.

15. If all you can see in your mirrors is sparks and all you can hear is screaming from your passenger, things may not be as they should be. 

16. In the ongoing battle between objects made of metal, rubber and fiberglass going 100+ kilometres per hour and the ground going zero kilometres per hour, the ground has yet to lose. Same holds for cars, large 
trucks, and animals taller than you. Draws don't count.

18. Keep looking around. There's always something you've missed.

SAFETY   HINTS
Loading Your Motorbike
When loading your motorcycle you need to do more than just randomly fill space.  Check your owner’s manual to find out your gross carrying capacity and never exceed it.  Whether you have a touring machine with a travel trunk and saddlebags, or a standard motorcycle, the rule is the same – the bulk of the weight should be placed low and as close to the centre of the motorcycle as possible.

Distribute the weight evenly on both sides and if using manufactured bags never exceed the weight recommendations for that bag.  Make sure that any attached load is securely fastened and that any straps are tight and have no loose ends and not freely moving.  Make sure that any attached load does not block any lights or turn signals or interfere with your steering, braking, gear changing or other control of the motorcycle.

HOG Danger Spots – Riding on the Freeway
Freeway riding can be a hazard so if there are more than two lanes stay out of the middle lane where possible.  Sit in the left or right lane of a three lane highway.  I site my thumb on the horn ready for those impatient drivers and always stay out of their blind spot.
CORNER    MARKER    GUIDELINES
· Road Captains are the first choice to mark corners or intersections where possible.
· If you are in a group which turns a corner at an intersection and you can not see the bikes behind, and it is safe to do so, you should stop at the intersection and wait for the approaching bikes.  You should also indicate the direction of the ride with your arm or indicator.  You could also activate your hazard light if appropriate.
· You should not take any safety risks.  If it is not safe to wait at an intersection, then you should wait slightly around the corner in a safe location.  Hopefully the following will be keeping an eye out and will notice you.  If they don’t see you then you will be able to advise a forward Road Captain that riders have gone the wrong way.
· The corner marker will not normally remove riding gear or helmet.
· You should remain there until you are sure the following group has seen you, then proceed to catch up with the main group.
· There is no need for corner markers to race to catch up to the main group as someone will act as a corner marker for YOU, if there is a need.
· Riders who are new to HOG and group riding are advised to start each section of the ride near to the rear of the main group to minimise the need to act as corner markers.
It is stressed that these guidelines are provided for information to enhance overall safety and ride enjoyment.  Ultimately you are responsible for exercising your own judgement and making your own decisions whilst riding your Harley.
