SAFETY   OFFICER

WET   WEATHER   RIDING
It is heading into winter now, and no matter where you live, it is probably a wet season. If you find yourself riding through raindrops, follow this advice: SLOW  DOWN!
· Inclement weather can slow your reactions and cause fatigue, while loss of traction robs your motorcycle of its two greatest assets; quickness and agility. With your ability to react and control your bike diminished, and stopping power greatly reduced, you need the extra time to scan ahead in order to avoid sudden movements and quick stops. 

· Look ahead through curves in the road, because your bike has even less traction in a lean.

· Be aware of standing water, which decreases your traction and can cause you to hydroplane and lose control. 

· Avoid slick spots, such as painted lines, metal manhole covers, railroad tracks and all road markings. Remember that if you are caught in the first rain following a dry spell, the roads are covered with lots of oil and dirt that will be lifted to the surface, especially in areas like the centre of the lane or at tollbooths where petrol deposits abound.
· Dress for the ride to avoid cramps and fatigue, or even hypothermia. 
· Maintain your bike in good repair, with plenty of tread on your tyres for maximum traction. 
· Make sure that your tyres are properly inflated too, as under-inflated tyres will cause loss of steering control, while over-inflated tyres have less tread in contact with the road surface thus losing traction, particularly on wet asphalt.
So slow down, be prepared and ride safe!
