RIDING ABILITY AND COMMON SENSE

Hi all. You know it is often asked of me, “Aren’t you scared riding a bike in all that traffic, amongst not only the cars but all the big trucks?”
Well my answer to this is probably the same as yours. I stay alert keep at a safe distance and scan the traffic ahead of the vehicle directly in front of me and also take note of vehicle following me. 

A good safety suggestion is to ride directly behind at a safe distance and in the middle of the vehicle in front of you or at the right hand side so you can see the face of the driver in his mirrors as this means that he should be able to see you. 

You must ride to your own ability 
If the other riders in the group you are riding with are riding at 110kmh in the 110kmh zone but you do not feel comfortable at this speed use your common sense and ride to your own ability you will catch up to them at the next fuel stop or they will slow down and wait for you when they notice you have dropped off the pace. 
Yes the destination is great so we can all be together and share some good time and have some laughs BUT it is the journey getting there and the sights you see along the way that makes it even better.
